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Dear Crisis Marriage Restoration Plan Applicants,

Psalm 37 teaches us that, “The steps of a good man (woman) are ordered by the Lord.”  This promise extends to all couples that choose to walk in the pathways of restoration and reconciliation.  The scripture goes on to say, “Though he (she) fall they will not be utterly cast away, for the Lord upholds them with his hand.”  The Crisis Marriage Restoration Plan (CMRP) creates a series of steps that will lead you toward a restored relationship with God and your spouse.  A husband and wife will be able to break free of embedded patterns of behavior that keep them from building intimacy in their relationship by working with a restoration pastor, counselor, and recovery group leader.  “The Lord upholds him (her) with His hand…”  God will honor every act of faith and obedience that you take to restore your relationship.  “He is merciful and lends,” and extends an abundance of mercy toward every couple as they learn to trust Him for their future.  

The CMRP is a 10-week restoration plan that pairs you up with a: 

1)
Restoration Pastor

2)
Professional Counselor 

3)
Recovery or small group leader 

4)
Or other environments such as: Soaking Prayer or Lay Counseling

You will be required to:

1)
Meet together with a Restoration Pastor and commitment to the 10-week timeline

2)
Complete a restoration plan with the counselor in two sessions

· Meet individually with the counselor for the first session (one half hour for each husband and wife)
· Meet jointly with the counselor on the second session

3)
Participate in all groups that are assigned to you – including Journey to Oneness (three week class).

4)  Complete the Life in Motion Relationships Inventory (LIMRI).
5)  Attend Begin Again following the CMRP and the Begin Again Follow-up Ministry.

In applying for participation in the CMRP, we commit to the following:

1. To meet with a Restoration Pastor to discuss changes that each party wants to experience in the marriage.  
2. To call the Vineyard Columbus Counseling Center at (614) 259-5409 to discuss insurance coverage.
3. To schedule two (2) appointments with the Restoration Counselor.  The first meeting the husband and wife meet separately with the Counselor. The second meeting the couple meets jointly with the counselor to affirm their commitment to the plan.  The couple must agree to the plan in order to continue with the CMRP. 
4. To schedule an appointment with the Restoration Pastor to go over the CMRP that was developed with the counselor. 
5. To arrange payments with the Counseling Center by:

· Insurance, or
· Cash payments – If insurance does not cover the counseling sessions couples will be asked to pay according to a sliding fee scale each session.  The couple must be willing to make a minimum investment of $150 to cover the counseling sessions for the CMRP. 

6. To commit to enter the CMRP with an emphasis to identify our own individual behaviors or attitudes that result in a disconnected or disjointed marriage relationship.
