3. If you are married or engaged, we would like both people to come together if possible, and arrange for a baby sitter for children
4. Meetings are structured to provide practical and spiritual counsel in regards to finances, this is typically how they progress:
· 1st meeting is to discuss our counseling process, what you would like help with, and the things we can do to help

· 2nd meeting is to review your completed in-depth fact finder

· 3rd meeting is to provide you with a plan of action

· 4th and ongoing meetings as needed are to provide follow-up and accountability
