Many times in life we find ourselves experiencing emotional, spiritual, or physical upheaval. Vineyard founder John Wimber would often say, "The church is a hospital, a family, an army, and a school." As the body of Christ, Vineyard Columbus purposefully co-labors with Jesus as a hospital, tending to broken places by coming alongside people to bring Jesus' care & healing love. If you find yourself struggling with an addiction, depression, or an unbearable grief; if you are hurting spiritually, in need of physical healing, or struggling with any other difficult sufferings, please visit www.vineyardcolumbus.org/need-help  to see all that this church has to offer for this season of life.   
This application is a request to receive Lay Counseling through the Support & Recovery ministry here at Vineyard Columbus.  This is just one of the many different avenues for you, to receive biblical lay counseling, spiritual mentoring, discipleship, and healing prayer from those within your own church family.  Our lay counselors have a heart to serve people in need and come alongside what God is doing in their lives.  They counsel from a biblical perspective and seek to follow the Holy Spirit, the real Counselor, when meeting with you.  They do not engage in practices requiring professional education or state licensing, such as the practice of psychology, professional counseling or psychotherapy.  Our lay counselors voluntarily commit their time to meet with you on a regular basis as you pursue healing, clarity, and growth in Christ.  They also commit to attend on-going training to grow in effectiveness as a helper.

Due to our commitment to you, we kindly request a commitment to this process (if you are chosen to receive lay counseling) through the following ways:

· Keep your scheduled appointments

· Do your assigned homework and readings

· Fully seek God and embrace this opportunity that He is providing you

· Find out when the next Gospel of Wholeness Class is & make plans to attend
If you are unable to keep this commitment and you cancel two or more times, we will need to release you from this opportunity.  It is our desire to walk with integrity towards those who are serving in this ministry as well as those receiving from it.

Because of the high volume of requests, we will only be able to place you with a lay counselor once within a two-year period.  So, we encourage you to follow the program to completion.  If you have any questions please call the Support and Recovery Team at 614/259-5289.  We welcome you as you pursue healing in Christ through this ministry.
There are just a few additional notes that we value and commit to you, during this process.  Lay counselors will keep confidential all comments made in the context of lay counseling sessions with the following exceptions:

· If counselees disclose the intention to take harmful, dangerous, or criminal action against another human being or against him or herself, the lay counselor is required to inform all appropriate parties (emergency services, enforcement officials, child protective services, the church, family of counselee, etc.)
· Suspected acts of child abuse or neglect on the behalf of the counselee will be reported to the proper authorities.

· All lay counselors reserve the right to discuss matters disclosed by counselees for the purpose of receiving supervision, counsel and oversight.  Those matters will be discussed with the pastoral oversight of the S&R ministry or a pastoral care leader.
Individuals may go to the nearest hospital emergency intake (or other emergency service) if they feel suicidal or homicidal and may act on these impulses.  They may also contact the following agencies:
