Another option would be to check with our Marriage & Family Life Ministry (Staci Rue at 259-5390) to see if they would have any additional available resources.
If the lay counselee gives their consent to receive input from their spouse, this form will be utilized in their session with their lay counselor.  However, this form is completely optional, both to the lay counselee and to their spouse.  We find that input from a lay counselee’s spouse is significant to: 

· relay strengths, gifts, actions & anything that the spouse is appreciative of about the lay counselee that could be blessed and affirmed by the lay counselor
· communicate several primary areas of struggle or weakness in the lay counselee from a spouse perspective
